Mayor’s Communications:

The Coal Board Grant application was successful for the chlorine analyzers at the water
treatment plant in the amount of $100,000. The City of Colstrip has received a total of over
$5,000,000 in grants from the coal board.

Governor Gianforte will be in Colstrip next week at the Business Innovation Center.

Mayor Williams presented former Mayor and Councilmember Rose Hanser with a plaque to
recognize and thank her for her years of service to the City of Colstrip.

Cemetery Board member Joan Hantz explained the
contractors cannot submit a bid until engineered drawings are obtained from the building
manufacturer. The building manufacturer quoted $28,000 to construct the structure. The
cemetery board hopes to utilize local contractors. No electricity is planned at this time.
